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Guidelines for Internal Examinations under Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) 

wef. from June 2018 

 

 These guidelines will be effective from June 2018 

 

 There shall be the external and internal examinations of 60 and 40 marks, respectively for the 

theory as well as for the practical course. 

 

 The distribution of marks for the internal examinations shall be as under: 

 

Sr. no Particular Weightage 

1.  First test 10 marks 

2.  Second test 20 marks 

3.  Behaviour/approach of the student 05 marks 

4.  Attendance performance 05 marks 

5.  Total  40 marks 

 

 

 The first test shall be conducted after completion of 30-40% of syllabus, whereas the second 

test should be conducted after completion of entire syllabus.  

 

 The subject in charge should make sure that there should be adequate time gap between the 

two tests so as to satisfy the objective of the continuous evaluation and assessment.  

 

 The subject incharge has autonomy to decide the pattern of questions for the internal 

examinations. However, the pattern should be in the larger interest of average student. 

 

 The college/institute may design the time table for internal examination which fits into their 

academic calendar.  The dates of the internal examination should be communicated to the 

students in well advance. 

 

 The college/institute may design a policy regarding the retest of the candidates who do not 

score the passing marks. 

 

 The answer sheets of the internal examinations may preserved for one year. 

 

 The subject in charge shall prepare the mark list of the internal examination as per the current 

practice.   

 

 Before submitting the final mark list/data entry, marks lists should be displayed on the student 

notice board. 

 

 Grievances related to internal examinations marks/grades will be solved at the level of college. 

Principal of the college shall redress the student grievance related to internal examinations.    
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
